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The Black Ash is densely branched and enjoys moist areas, such as river bottoms, and can grow to be quite large. The largest tree in North Dakota is 66 feet tall with a 34 ½-foot wide canopy. Plant in partial to full sun

Crown height: 30-50 ft.; crown width: 15-30 ft.

Practical uses:
· Use as a windbreak or to stabilize riverbanks.

· Bird and animal watching: seeds are eaten by some birds. Deer browse younger branches in winter.

· Wood is easy to split and good for firewood.

Buds:  Dark brown to black, small and oval, ¼ to ½ inches long

Leaves:  Pinnate-compound with 7 to 11 leaflets, serrated, rusty hairs beneath, 6-10 inches long, 2-4 inches wide

Color: dark green above, light green beneath

Autumn color: yellow

Flowers:  Greenish-yellow

Fruit: Light brown to tan winged samaras, 6-8 inches long

Diseases and pests:  Male flower gall, anthracnose, ash plant bug
