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The Hackberry is a large tree that can have a deep and wide root system. The tree grows well in moist areas but can adapt to droughts by shedding its leaves.  Rivers can commonly be surrounded and shaded by a long row of hackberrys on each side of the shore 
Practical uses:
· Used as a windbreaker for farms
· Useful for wildlife watching: fruit is eaten by many different animals
· Bark can be used for firewood or to make crates
Crown: 40-60 ft. high, 25-45ft. wide
Buds:  Brownish, pointy, sharp, about 1/4 in. diameter
Leaves:  Smooth, green, can have small hairs on veins, yellow in fall, 2-5 in. long, 1-2 1/2in. wide
Flowers:  Pale-greenish, grow in clusters 
Fruit:  Purple, 1/4 in. round, referred to as a drupe
Bark:  Gray, narrow, corky ridges
Diseases and pests:  Rabbits, deer, nipple gall, witches-broom
