



Proclamation

 Declaring a Sister River relationship between

The Dniester River 

Represented by Eco-TIRAS

And The Red River of the North 

Represented by River Keepers 

This proclamation is entered into by the Dniester River organization Eco-TIRAS, a registered non-profit in Moldova, acting by and through its Executive Director and The Red River of the North organization River Keepers, a registered non-profit in the United States of America acting by and through its Executive Director. 

WHEREAS, the Red River of the North and the Dniester River are both international transboundry rivers; and  

WHEREAS, the two rivers share similar climate and management issues; and 

WHEREAS, all water in the world is connected and therefore issues affecting one water body affects the other; and 

WHEREAS, Eco-TIRAS and River Keepers are registered non-profit nongovernmental organizations; and

WHEREAS, the two organizations both have a desire to learn new methods and techniques for efficient and effective river management; and

WHEREAS, the two organizations share similar approaches, including cooperation and collaboration, to accomplish their goals.
NOW THERFORE IT IS AGREED THAT:
1. Eco-TIRAS and River Keepers shall share historic, cultural, ecological, and economic development issues associated with river management, appreciation and education through an exchange of information. This program shall include but not be limited to: 

a. The exchange of publications and experiences 

b. The exploration of potential internet and in-person student exchanges

c. The facilitation of involvement by other nongovernmental and governmental organizations 

d. The exchange of delegations when mutually deemed necessary

2. The relationship shall extend beyond the two organizations and is intended to include all residents of each river’s watershed. 
3. The relationship recognizes the important role museums, interpretive centers, nongovernmental organizations, educational institutions and governmental agencies perform in educating and informing watershed residents about the role they have in appropriate river and water management.
4. This association between the rivers shall be declared a Sister River relationship.  
5. None of the participants or signatories intend that this proclamation will create any legally binding or enforceable right or obligation of any party.

6. This proclamation shall remain in force until rescinded in writing by either party to the proclamation.

7. This proclamation shall be effective on the date the proclamation is signed by the designated representatives.
