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The Chokecherry can come in the form of a small tree or large shrub.  Famously know for being used as topping on pancakes, a lot of homes keep it in their pantries for breakfast.  This plant can grow in the shade but should be grown in sun to produce the best fruit crop. 

Practical uses:
· Can be used on farms as a wind breaker
· Can be used to watch wildlife for fun or hunting: many animals eat and take cover in the plant.
· Can be used to make jelly or wine
· Can be used as medicine for gout, colds, and killing bacteria
Crown:  12-25 ft. high, 10-20 ft. wide
Buds:  Light brown, can be 1/16-3/16 in. long
Leaves:  Dark green, yellow in fall, 1 1/2-3 in. long, 3/4-1 1/2 in. wide
Flowers:  White, creamlike, 3-6 in. long
Fruit:  Red to purplish-black as it matures, flesh like, stone in center
Diseases and pests:  X-disease, stern decay, canker, prairie tent caterpillar, deer
