Crown:  8-12 ft. high, 6-12 ft. wide
Buds:  Anywhere from green to purplish-brown, scales, attached directly from stem without other support, 1/4-1/2 in. long 
Leaves:  Dark green, smooth, leather like, heart shaped, 2-5 in. long, 1 1/2- 3 1/2 in. wide
Flowers:  Many different colors, scented, clustered at end of branch 
Fruit:  Brown, wood like capsule seeds, flat, tan, smooth
Diseases and pests:  Mildew, ash yellows, lilac borer
