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The Skunkbrush Sumac is a spreading shrub with fine textured leaves that is native to the Northern Plains. This durable tree can handle drought quite well, being able to survive growing in the badlands of North Dakota.  The fibrous, spreading root system allow it to be well at drought tolerance.
