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The Western Sandcherry is small shrub that does well living through harsh winters.  Notably grown in the Northern Great Plains, it has moderate tolerance to drought and should be grown in sunlight, not in shade.
Practical uses:
· Can be used as a windbreaker for farms 
· Can be used for bird watching: many songbirds love to feed on this shrubs fruit
· Can be used for hunting: game birds tend to hid in this type of shrub
· Can be used to make medicine for colds and killing bacteria
· Can be used for cancer research
Crown:  3-6 ft. high, 3-6 ft. wide
Buds:  Brown, 1/8 in. long
Leaves:  Anywhere from slivery-green to gray-green, yellow in fall, 1-2 in. length, 1/2-1 in. width
Flowers:  White, usually 2-4 in a cluster
Fruit:  Purple turning black as it ages, spherical shaped 
Bark:  can be anywhere between white to olive-gray, rough on lower part of tree 
Diseases and pests:  Canker diseases and stem decay
