SIMPLE WAYS TO REDUCE PLASTIC BAG USE

Make your own bag by putting old T-shirts
to use. See pattern provided on back.
Reuse plastic bags as many times as
possible.

- Use long lasting reusable containers
instead of disposable bags.
Recycle plastic bags at recycling bins in
grocery and department stores.

Double tie
bottom fringes from the front and back
of shirt together (if you want fringes
at the bottom of the bag, do not turn
inside out)
