PADDLING THE RED RIVER 
IN FARGO-MOORHEAD

Discover the thrill of kayaking with the
Fargo Park District at Lindenwood Park!
The journey begins with a scenic trail
portage to the Red River, and returning
the kayak to the rental building
completes your trip. To ensure everyone
can experience the Red River, wheeled
kayak trolleys are offered to get the
kayak to the water plus there is an
adaptive kayak launch. 

RENTALS 
Glide through the water in 10-foot, 41-
pound kayaks, available on a first-come,
first-served basis for $10/hour. Kayaks are
equipped with a life jacket and paddle.
Anyone over the age of 12 can join the
fun, but the rental agreement must be
signed by an adult.
