What is a riparian zone?

A riparian zone is the land adjacent to
rivers, lakes and wetlands.

What species are planted?

Native species are chosen based upon
technical knowledge of species, site
conditions, location, climate trends, and
availability. Therefore what is planted at each
site varies.

Do you consider that animals may eat the
trees?

Yes, that is something that is considered when
planning the number of trees/shrubs planted
and how close they are planted together.
Once planted, the area is no longer mowed
allowing more natural re-vegetation as well.

IMPROVE BANK STABILITY
Riverbanks are stabilized by permanent
deep roots of native trees, shrubs, grasses
and wildflowers that can slow down erosion
and slumping.

IMPROVE WATER QUALITY

Dense stems of native grasses, shrubs, and
trees slow surface runoff and floodwater,
causing sediment to be dropped on the soil
rather than in the waterway.

PROVIDE HABITAT FOR THE RIVER WILDLIFE
Riparian zones provide crucial habitat for
animals like herons, wood ducks, turkeys,
turtles, foxes, and eagles. A diversity o
plgal\(rjllt_]?pecies ensures the greatest variety of
wildlife.

Shade cools stream temperatures, which
all]lows aquatic species, such as fish, to
thrive.

IMPROVE AIR QUALITY
A healthy riparian zone filters out wind
blown sediment and air born pollutants.

for recreationalists to fish, bird watch,
picnic, and much more.
